Overview:

Each student will prepare a personal “video” resume.  Students will give basic biographical information, talk about their accomplishments, what type of person they feel they have become, what they want to do when they graduate high school and three recommendations they would give to the underclassmen.  All scriptwriting must be in Spanish.
· A written and revised original script in Spanish.
· Gathered and organized video clips and still photos that are interesting and appropriate to their video.
· Varied and appropriate transitions.
· Legal music clips that enhance the theme and topic of their video.
· A word document of works cited (notes, visual, audio files).

Purpose: 
The purpose of this project is to familiarize the audience with the author of the video and to present who they are and all they have accomplished over their years at Bishop Stang High School.  Also, they will relay what they look forward to accomplishing in the future.

	Task: Video Segments –Please refer to rubrics for understanding on how projects will be graded before completing individual tasks
	Due Date:

	1. Students must develop an introduction to their video that grabs the viewer’s attention and makes them want to watch more.
2. Basic Biographical Information – name, age, place of residence, a brief description of yourself (written form).
	

	3. What type of person are you – refer to vocabulary from chapter 4.
	

	4. What have you accomplished – highlights of school activities, clubs, sports, work experience, community service and awards received.
	

	5. What will you do when you walk out of school with a diploma – what will be your career or job you wish to pursue, why you are interested in this future choice, what do want some of your future accomplishments to be (please use the future tense).
6. Write 3 recommendations you would give to underclassmen (please use the subjunctive).
	

	7. Video project: Use the online software Jaycut to compile your movie. 

· Use a video camera to capture any video you wish to incorporate into your script.

· Collect video, still images and music.

· Import video, still images and music into Jaycut.

· Jaycut does recognize many video and image formats however, if you have trouble with one of your files you may need to convert it to a *.mov (for movies) and *.jpg (for images) using the website http://www.youconvertit.com. 

· Save periodically while working with your project.

· Drag the media into the storyboard in the order you want your movie to appear.

· Add titles and subtitles.

· Add narration, music or any sound you wish.

Post the movie in First Class – (a class workshop will follow)

	9 points 
The introduction is compelling and provides motivating content that hooks the viewer from the beginning of the video and keeps the audience's attention.

	Use of Multi-Media 
	12 points 

The graphics, sound and/or animation assist in presenting an overall theme that appeals to the audience and enhances concepts with a high impact message. All multimedia elements work well together and demonstrate excellent synthesis. Graphics explain and reinforce key points during the presentation.
	8 points 

The student uses proper size and resolution to create images. The graphics, sound/and or animation visually depict material and assist the audience in understanding the flow of information or content. Images are student produced. Images are proper size and resolution. Multimedia elements are appropriate and enhance the presentation. 
	4 points 

Some of the graphics, sounds, and/or animations seem unrelated to the topic/theme and do not enhance concepts. Most images are clipart or recycled from the WWW. Images are too large/small in size. Images are poorly cropped or the color/resolution is fuzzy. Multimedia elements support the presentation occasionally.
	0 points 

The graphics sounds, and/or animations are unrelated to the content. Graphics do not enhance understanding the content, or are distracting decorations that create a busy feeling and detract from the content.
	 

	Audio and Voice Editing
	12 points 

The audio is clear and effectively assists in communicating the main idea. The student communicates ideas with enthusiasm, proper voice projection, appropriate language, and clear delivery.

The audio is clear, but only partially assists in communicating the main idea. The student communicates ideas with proper voice projection, adequate preparation and delivery.

The audio is inconsistent in clarity (too loud/too soft/garbled) at times and insufficiently communicates the main idea. The student has difficulty communicating ideas due to weak voice projection and/or lack of preparation.

	Pace
	8 points 

All video clips fit the script. Clips are just long enough to make each point clear. The pace captures audience attention.

Most video clips move at a steady pace, fast enough to keep the audience interested and slow enough to tell a complete script.

Video clips are used but need to be edited in length or move too quickly to assist in telling the script.

Video clips are too long and do not advance the script or to short and leave out essential action or dialogue.
